Quilt Show Block Auction - 2013

at Show will once again have a Quilt Block Auction.
50 The Quilt Block Auction is an excellent way for
the Guild to raise money for upcoming education
- programs, raising as much as $2,000 in previous
I- shows. In order to make the 2013 Auction suc-
bycessful, we need the support of all FKQG mem-
Nepers, including cottage groups, other groups of
erfriends, as well as individual to make and donate
sets of blocks. The sets will be displayed at the
Show and sold as a Silent Auction.

The sets of blocks should contain enough
L blocks to correspond to a normal quilt layout, i.e.
nk9, 12, 16 or 20, etc. This allows the purchaser to
put together a nice sized quilt top. Each block
should be completed with accurate piecing and/or
dapplique and sized so they may be sewn together
easily. No incomplete blocks will be accepted.
Any fabric left over after the blocks are complet-
ed may be turned in and sold with the blocks. A
copy of the pattern or directions for assembling
the quilt top is also useful to the purchaser and

Sets of antique blocks are ac-
ceptable if they are well made and in good condi-
tion.
