Secretary’s Report:  The Minutes of the December 2008 meeting were approved unanimously as published on the Website.

Treasurer’s Report:  The Treasurer’s report of December 2008 was unanimously approved as published on the Website.  The 2008 Year End Financial Report will be published in the Newsletter.
Reports: Carroll Jenkins reported that the 6600 Janome Club will have an opportunity to learn more about their machines on a Sunday in February.  Contact Carol Jenkins for further information.

Library:   Sue Hootman presented “warm and fuzzy” novels for quilters to enjoy.  A video America Quilts is available for check-out.

Website:  Ann Greene asked everyone who is not able to get on the FKQG website to e-mail her and she will send the instructions.  The password will be available for all registered members.  (It can be found on the back of the membership card)

Quilt Show:  Karen Clark called for volunteers to sign up to help with set-up on March 12th starting at 8:00 AM at the Sarasota Municipal Auditorium on Tamiami Trail.  Other volunteer opportunities are also available.  All members, regardless of whether volunteering or just attending, must pay $5.00 to attend.  An armband will be issued.  All quilts must be dropped off on February 28, 2009 between 10AM and 2:00PM at the home of Charlotte Hase.  Do not put the quilt in a pillow case and be sure to get a receipt for your quilt.  The receipt is necessary for pick up at the end of the show.  Donna Guess (Boutique chair) stated that all magazines must be bundled in groups of six and tied together with string.  They are to be brought in on set-up day only.  They will sell for $1.  Boutique items must be in by the February Guild meeting. Nancy Adams displayed some of the mini quilts that have been received and asked for more.  Lynn Yates stated that all consignment forms must be in by February 12, 2009 at a cost of $5.00.  Consignment forms are available on the website.  Set-up will be Thurs. 8:00-10:00 AM.  Patti Wadsworth announced the deadline February 18th for the Challenge Quilts.  Karla Lynch requested the members to obtain ads for the quilt show program.  The prices range from $30 (business card), $55 (1/2 page) to $95 (full page).  Forms are available until January 30, 2009.
Any person holding a membership since October 2008 is eligible to enter a quilt in the show.

Membership:  Cass Bowen reported 179 attending this meeting, 9 new members (3 mail-ins), 15 guests and 155 renewed memberships.

Education:  Marlene Kurtz asked members to display quilts made in the past at Gwen Marston classes.  There are several opportunities to sign up for Gwen’s classes to be held in March.
