“"MY FAVORITE THINGS"
2009 CHALLENGE
RULES SHEET

. Your quilt must reflect a part of you that represents “some of

your favorite things.”

. Your quilt can be of any shape, but the combined total of all sides

of the quilt cannot be less than 72 inches nor more than 200
inches (for example an 18" x 18" quilt equals 72", a 40" x 60"
quilt equals 200"). A round quilt cannot have a diameter greater
than 40 inches. (Note: any shape is the key phrase here, yes, you
can use scalloped edges and non-traditional designs!)

. Fill out a Quilt Show Registration Form and bring it to the

January meeting, along with Registration Forms for any other
Quilt Show entries you may have.

. Bring your finished piece to the February Meeting where they will

be displayed for judging.

. The judging will be by members’ vote.

. All entries will be displayed at the Quilt Show. The Challenge

pieces do not count against the number of quilts you are allowed
to enter in other categories.

Four ribbons will be awarded for the Challenge. Viewer's Choice -
first, second and third, and one for Best Interpretation of the
Theme.

The ribbons will be given at the Quilt Show.
